6.1 Reservation for SC/ST candidates will be as per the provisio ns of GOI for all the programs. 

6.2 For B.TECH admissions, 50% seats shall be filled through counselling based on JEE (Main) 2025 All 

India Rank and remaining 50% seats shall be filled through counselling based on merit, drawn on the 

basis of marks of 10+2 examination/CUET-UG. 

6.3 10% se ats at Jay pee Universi ty,  Anoo ps hahr  are rese rved for wards  of s erving a nd reti red Armed  Forces  

and Paramilitary Forces Personnel. 

6.4 All vacant seats are inter-tra nsfe rable in all categories 
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7.1  Candidates who have passed 10+2/equivalent exam in 2024, 2025 or appearing in 2026 are eligible to apply. 

7.2  Candidates with gap year (if any) between their 10+2 and admissio n to UG program s will be required to 

submit a Gap Period Affidavit (available at the university website). 

7.3  Candidates should have minimum of 60% marks (55% for SC/ST) in aggregate in 10+2 or equivalent

4. CONCESSION IN FEE FOR STUDENTS FROM JAYPEE SCHOOLS ADMITTED TO JAYPEE UNIVERSITY

However the following criteria/ terms & condi tion s are required to meet for the same: 

(a) The  stude nt must  approac h t he Universi ty’s a uthori ty requesting  his/her ina bili ty to pay ful l  fee in 
advance and accept the fee payment on monthly basis along with the submission of income certi fi cate 

as required. 

(b) The p ayme nt of fee o n mont hly basis shall  be a ppl icable on Total  Fee (except Ca ution Money and JY C 

Charg es)  w hich s hal l  be divided by 10  and ac cordingly the fee  d ues shal l  be made  for  the c once rne d 
student on monthly basis. 

6. TERMS AND CONDITIONS
